Flood Preparation and Management
Warwickshire Highways Community Action Fund
The Warwickshire Highways Community Action Fund (HCAF) is a new £1m investment to support and enable local communities to undertake changes and improvements to the highway in their area.  The Fund empowers local areas to bring forward their ideas and work in collaboration with Warwickshire County Council (WCC) to make them a reality.
What can be funded?
HCAF focuses on capital investments, ensuring lasting improvements to Warwickshire’s highways, including:
· Road resurfacing and pavement improvements
· Safer routes to schools and speed reduction measures
· Environmental enhancements like signage and wayfinding
· Flood prevention through improved drainage
Indicative costings can be found WCC Highways Works Guide which may be useful for any proposals, including gully cleansing and cycle routes.
Parish and town councils may also wish to consider Warwickshire County Council’s Lengthsman Scheme.
Who can apply?
Town and parish councils are encouraged to lead applications, but community groups that have local support are also welcomed.
